Hacibala Badalovisares-
ident of Khinalig, a hunter
and a history enthusiast. He
started collecting interest-
ing things during his hunts
and displays them in his liv-
ing room, which has turned
into the home museum. He
provided the descriptions
of these objects.
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Thisis a fragment of a clay
bowl. When digging the foun-
dation for construction near
our house, an old tandir (clay
oven)was uncovered, and in-
side it, this bowl fragment was
found. I pickeditup and ex-
amined it—it seemed inter-
esting. The symbol onitis the
craftsman’s seal. Thinking it
might be significant, Tadded it
to my collection.

This strange stone locks
somewhat like a marine crea-

ture, but it could be something
else. Itis a very interesting
stone, so [ decided to keepit.

This is afossilized fish that I
brought from Bazardiizi. I
still have it. It looks like an or-
dinary stone, but it is a fossil-
ized fish. Both of its eyes are
intact. Itis part of my collec-
tion.

This is a fossilized bee hive,
called abee stone. It was
found here and added to my
collection.



This stone fell into the vil-
lage 100 years ago. The house
there collapsed, and aperson
died asaresult. Then, 30-40
years later, when digging the
foundation, this stone was un-
earthed. This stone was not
native to our region; no such
stone had ever been found in
ourvillage’s territory. Visitors
who see it say that it might

be ameteorite, but we do not
know for sure what it is.

This is a fossilized marine
creature that I brought from
Bazarduizu. Istill have it. It is
just an ordinary stone, but it
isafossilized fish. Both of its
eyes are in place. It remains in
my collection.

This isa woman’s bracelet. It
has an agate stone onitandis
made of silver. It was found
in the village, but nothing has
been written about its histo-
ry, so its origin is unknown. It
was originally crafted by ar-
tisans and later restored by
craftsmen. We are preserv-
ing it.

Thisis apartridge eggina
fossilized form.I don’t know
its history or how old it is. But
itis definitely a partridge egg,
anditis kept in our collection.

This strange stone looks
somewhat like a marine crea-
ture, but it could be something
else.

The first settlement in the
Khinalig areais dated to the
Early Bronze Age (late 4th
millennium B.C.). Archaeolog-
ical excavations in Khinalig
have uncovered an ancient
settlement called Zangar, as
wellas aMiddle Bronze Age
burial mound 500 metres to
the east. Numerous amulets,
arrowheads and various other
bronze ornaments have been
found at the sites.

These objects belong to the
history museum of the Khi-
nalig, identified and described
by Izzet Bagirov, Khinalig Re-
serve scientific worker.

During aninspection of the
Kima Liqebris burial and res-
idential areain September
2024, the Khinaliqand Mi-
gration Route State Histori-
cal-Cultural and Ethnograph-
ic Reserve team observed that
floodwaters, snow, and rain
had eroded the grave monu-
ment.

Afterwards, they initiated ar-
chaeological work on-site
with the support of the State
Tourism Agency. These exca-
vations led to the discovery of
historically significant materi-
aland cultural artifacts within
the Kima Liqebris monument,
dating back to the 2nd centu-
ry BCE.
